This conference will give members of the 
growing U.S. time use research community the oppor-
tunity to interact with one another and share ideas. 
Researchers are invited to submit abstracts for papers 
that address any question related to the collection or 
analysis of time use data.

The deadline for submission of paper abstracts is Janu-
ary 15, 2014. Authors chosen to present papers will be 
notified by February 14, 2014. Abstracts may be sub-
mitted by email to timeuse-2014@umd.edu.

Travel costs of up to $600 will be covered for one author 
per paper selected for presentation. Hotel accommoda-
tion while attending the conference also will be provided 
for presenters. In addition to sessions at which speakers 
will present their findings, a poster session is planned. To 
the extent that funding permits, travel stipends to offset 
travel and hotel costs will be offered to poster presenters.
